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Plaintiff MARY LOU WOOQ, Trustee, by and through her
attorneys, Kessner Duca Umebayashi Bain & Matsunaga, hereby submits
this Scheduling Conference Statement pursuant to Local Rule 16.2(b).

l. STATEMENT OF CASE.

Plaintiff MARY LOU WOO, Trustee, (“Trustee”)is the duly
appointed bankruptcy trustee in the Chapter 7 proceeding pending before
the United States Bankruptcy Court for the District of Hawaii captioned In

re Bobby Norris Harmon and = s

e _:n. dba Orbits Hawaii,

Case No. 99-04339 ("Chapter 7 Case”). The proceeding was voluntarily
initiated on October 13, 1999, by Defendant BOBBY N. HARMON
(“Defendant”) and his spouse.

On March 13, 2003, the Trustee filed a Demand for Arbitration
against Defendant with the American Arbitration Association (“AAA") due to
Defendant’s prolonged, consistent, and flagrant violations of the
Settlement, Release and Indemnification Agreement, dated April 24, 2000
(“Settlement Agreement”). The Settlement Agreement was to have
resolved the numerous lawsuits and legal proceedings involving the
Defendant and various entities and individuals who are the real parties-in-

interest to this proceeding.
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The arbitration was held on June 14 and 15, 2004, in Honolulu,
Hawaii and conducted under the auspices of the AAA, pursuant to the AAA
Rules, and governed by the Federal Arbitration Act, 9 U.S.C. § 1, et seq..

On October 6, 2004, the Arbitrator issued her Final Arbitration
Award (“Award”) in favor of the Trustee on all claims and issues asserted
in the Demand for Arbitration and against all defenses asserted by the
Defendant. In accordance with her findings and conclusions, the Arbitrator
entered an award that bars any violation of the Settlement Agreement and
the Award, as more fully discussed in the Trustee's Application for
Confirmation of Arbitration Award and for Entry of Judgment Against
Defendant filed herein on January 13, 2005.

The Arbitrator ruled that the Award shall be confirmed and
enforced pursuant to the Federal Arbitrator Act, 9 U.S.C. § 9, upon
application to the United States District Court for the District of Hawaii, the
United States District Court for the District of Kentucky, or elsewhere as
allowed by law.

The Award is final under the applicable AAA rules. The
Trustee is in compliance with the terms and provisions of the Award. The

Defendant, however, continues to breach the terms of the Settlement
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
